By now, everyone should be aware of the change in this month’s meeting location.  We will be holding our next monthly meeting at: Route 66 Raceway in Joliet, Illinois.  The track manager, Ken Kohrs, has graciously invited the Fox Valley Electric Auto Association to join them on Saturday, May 28, 2005 at 10:00 am.  

The race track will be holding a day long race event featuring “Junior Dragsters”.  For those of you who may be unfamiliar with drag racing, Junior Dragsters are small, low powered vehicles, typically driven by teenage or even younger drivers.  The drivers compete, head to head, against each other down the drag strip for a distance of 1/8 mile.  A great way to introduce young drivers to the sport.

Our meeting will start promptly at 10:00 am – so plan to be a little early.  At 11:00, a catered lunch will be provided by Route 66 Raceway.

After lunch, you may spend the rest of the day (or as long as you wish to stay) touring the race facilities and watching the races as the guests of Route 66 Raceway.  This should provide ample opportunity for the club members to learn about what the track has to offer and help address some of the logistical concerns for next year’s Alternative Fuel Vehicle event.

President Kevin Zak called the meeting to order at 8:12 with over thirty people in attendance, including seven guests.  Kevin asked for the approval of the minutes as well as the approval of the treasurer’s report  ($3,901.74 in checking and $3,500.87 in savings) both were approved. 

Due to the sizable amount of guests, Kevin started the agenda with an introduction of members and guests.  The guests were Ray Munsterman,  and Tim Black both in attendance a second time, Gary Patterson, Rick Kieltyka, Pat Kieltyka, Steve Hanrahan, Terry Paterson, and a new guest member from Austin Texas Nick Viera.  

Nothing new to report on Frank Delmonico’s car, although new members did have some interest, and it will remain on the list server. 

The alternative fuel event/ race/ seminar at Joliet Speedway dominated the meeting again.  The race track is 100% behind the event, and the Joliet High Schools have signed on to be a part of the event.  Students will be directing a research project for the evaluation of hybrids, electric cars and other alternative vehicles.  Our student guidance committee of Tim Moore, Peter Hartel and Ray Oyvicach will help advice the students in their research. Presently the only committee active is the invitation committee with Fred Kitch and Dave Aarvold.  

Kevin and the race track have been working hard to draw attention to the May 13, 2006 event and have signed on the Discovery Channel, National Geographic Television, a Joliet politician and a cable channel.  The alternative fuel vehicle event will be the first event on the Joliet Race Track for the 2006 season.  NEDRA has agreed to make this event and official NEDRA event with many if not all electric dragsters in attendance.  Again this event has drawn the attention of huge names in the business, such as BMW, Toyota, Science and Industry Museum, to name just a few. 

Rob Glowacki has been contacting old or lapsed members, and has been 100% successful, as he was able to get Vince Potenzone to rejoin the club. 

Todd Dore shared his informative email summary of his trip with Ted Lowe to the Austin Electric Car Club event.  Todd is proposing to host next years EVA event seminar coupled with our May 13, 2006 track event.  A motion passed to host the 2006 EVA, if it is available, with Todd Dore as the coordinator. Ted Lowe also shared his insights into the Austin EVA event.  There were great photos of the EV cars including Nick Viera’s car and commentary. Also Ted drew strong interest from his brochure and presentation on the EV Tango with high range  of over 100 miles, great handling on the curves, and zero to 60 in under 15 seconds.

SALT LAKE CITY - May 7, 2005   A British team trying to set a speed record for an electric car gave up Saturday because the mustard-yellow, torpedo-shaped vehicle wouldn't start for a third morning in a row.   They plan to return next year for another try at topping 300 mph.  The 34-foot-long "emotion" car ran well in England and on a single practice run on a desert highway about 120 miles west of Salt Lake City, but then ran into a series of baffling electrical problems.  Engineers working around the clock were able to start the car in a warm garage, but it shorted out on the test track. First they blamed a battery problem, then condensation inside a drive controller, which sends battery power to the car's electric motors. The problem Saturday was a power spike that shut down a circuit board governing the controller unit.  "The big juice is not getting to the drive wheels," team manager Malcolm Pittwood  said Saturday. Insurance and the team's permit to use a 7.2-mile stretch of the highway both expired Saturday. They were trying to break the record on a remote stretch of Nevada highway about 40 miles south of West Wendover, Nev., a small casino town just across the Utah state line. The "emotion" sponsor, ABB, a Swiss manufacturer of industrial motors and robots ABB, supplied a pair of industrial motors for the car that can briefly turn out 500 horsepower as much as a 2005 Corvette with a 7-liter, V8 engine. The electricity to spin the motors came from a set of 52 batteries, which put the vehicle in the more-than-2,200-pound record attempt class. The current record for an electric car is 245 mph, set by an American team in 1999 using a similarly streamlined car powered by thousands of "AA" batteries. That record, sanctioned by the Federation Internationale de L'Automobile, was set on Utah's nearby Bonneville Salt Flats, which are too wet at this time of year for speed trials.

That cost includes vehicles, fuel insurance, maintenance, repairs and license and registration fees.  They spend more on transportation expenses than they contribute to pensions or Social Security, four times the amount they spend on out-of-pocket health care costs and more than four times the amount they spend on education.
EAA FUNDS CALCARS’ PRIUS+  PLUG-IN HYBRID PROJECT.  The EAA declared its financial support in the form of a multi-phase research and development grant to CalCars’ unique Prius+ project.  The project converts 2004 – 2005 Prius cars into PHEVs – doubling the 50 mpg performance.  The goal is to demonstrate the technology and encourage automakers to build plug-in hybrids.  Currently, DaimlerChrysler’s Sprinter commercial van is the only PHEV under development by a major automaker.  Details of the project can be found at:  www.priusplus.org.
VALENCE AND PHOENIC MOTORCARS JOIN FORCES TO ACHIEVE TYPE II CARB CERTIFICATION FOR ELECTRIC VEHICLES   The California Air Resources Board (CARB), awarded key certification as a manufacturer of full Zero Emission electric vehicles, making Phoenic Motorcars the only vehicle manufacturer in the marketplace with this rating.  Vehicles with CARB Type II certification have no exhaust emissions and have a range of more than 100 miles on a single charge.  The CARB rating allows owners to qualify for full zero emission vehicle credits.  California owners are eligible for one-time rebates of up to $5,000 from their local air quality management districts, enjoy free parking in some areas, may use the car pool lanes with one occupant,  and are exempt from some excise and luxury taxes.  In addition, owners may also qualify for a one-time federal tax credit of 10% of the purchase  up to $4,000.
