● Tom gave a great talk featuring many graphs, statistics and information on the

credit and rebate programs for Electric Vehicles in Illinois
● Projections of EV passenger car penetration through 2050
● Inflation Reduction Act funding generated 272 new clean energy projects in 44 US

states with $278B in investments as of July 2023
● IRA EV tax credits and Illinois EV Tax credit rules and status
● Climate Reality Metro Chicago recommended the FVEAA send a letter encouraging

the state of Illinois to properly fund the EV rebate program.
○ Right now the program is underfunded but has even less money than last
